INNOVATIVE THERAPY 
 

At our center, our specially trained, ex-
perienced and licensed therapists assist  
patients with functional goal achieve-
ment through traditional therapy meth-
ods as well as these unique ap-
proaches to therapy: 

 Hippotherapy takes place in a con-
trolled setting, using activities on 
and with the horse to provide sen-
sory input that elicits adaptive re-
sponses from the patient. 

 Horticulture therapy uses an appre-
ciation of nature and gardening in 
a therapy session. 

 Animal-assisted therapy utilizes ani-
mals as part of a therapy session to 
accelerate progress and promote 
the human-animal bond.

THERAPY PROGRAMS 

DIANE’S HOUSE 

Intensive Immersion Therapy 

Diane’s House is our onsite facility where pa-
tients and their caregivers can stay while en-
gaging in  intensive immersion therapy. Ther-
apy at Diane’s House involves the patient 
and caregivers, seeking to address chal-
lenges and provide long-term solutions that 
promote family teamwork and are carried 
over into the  patients’ own homes.  

Our patients will receive intensive speech, 
occupational and physical therapies during 
stays of up to one week. Each activity is 
structured to enable patient and family or 
caregiver to progress toward continued 
growth and improvement with carryover.  

Diane’s House is a fully accessible, furnished, 
single-level home designed to house one 
family during the rehabilitation stay. Families 
live on one side of the house and participate 
in treatment on the other side or elsewhere 
on the 65 acres of the Nature’s Edge ranch.  

OUTPATIENT CLINIC 
 

Nature’s Edge Therapy Center provides 
skilled speech, occupational and physical 
therapies to patients of all ages through 
our year-round Outpatient Clinic. Therapist, 
patient and family all team together to set 
goals and achieve outcomes.  All thera-
pies focus on discovering and developing 
patient abilities and utilize the multi-
dimensional sensory and affective stimuli of 
the natural setting and the human-animal 
bond to realize potentials.

Throughout the year, Nature’s Edge Ther-
apy Center offers  social and specialty 
groups to reach out to all children with or 
without labeled special needs who may be 
struggling to keep up with peers.
